EPISTLE READING: Acts 2:1-21

It's only nine in the morning! "®No, this is
what was spoken by the prophet Joel: "7 ”In the last days, God says, | will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your
sons and daughters will prophesy, your young men will see visions, your old men will dream dreams. ®Even on
my servants, both men and women, | will pour out my Spirit in those days, and they will prophesy. 1 will show
wonders in the heaven above and signs on the earth below, blood and fire and billows of smoke. ?

What comes to mind when you hear the word
Pentecost? Many people think of a mighty wind,
tongues of fire and multiple languages. But Acts
2 begins with another detail that’s just as key:
Jesus’ disciples “were all together in one place.”
